This game is for two players. Each player needs two counters or
buttons (the stones) to put on the board below.

Place two stones at the top and two at the bottom as shown

below. (At the start of the next game the players should swap
positions.)

The players take turns at sliding one stone along a line to an
empty spot. (So the first move will always be to the middle).

To win, you have to block the other player so he or she can't
move.

In China this Game is known as Pong hau k'i and in Korea it is called Ou-moul-ko-no.
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
