[bookmark: _GoBack]The sum of all the numbers in the magic square is 7+8+9+10+11+12+13+14+15=99 and therefore each column, row and both diagonals have a total of 33. As a result of this, I figured out the number that should go in the top right square is 12 because 33-7-14=12. From here on, I expressed each square, representing a number, in terms of n as shown below. Thus, the value of n can be deduced by taking a particular row, column or diagonal. I used the middle column: 21-n+19-n+17-n=33 to give : -3n = -24, therefore, dividing both sides by -3 gives n=8.
