Twenty Divided into six!!!
1. First, we wrote down numbers one to twenty on a piece of paper and cut the numbers out individually.
2. Secondly, we had to arrange our numbers into six unequal piles.
3. Thirdly, we knew that each of the piles had to add up to the same total so, we thought of a number that each of the numbered groups could add up to. We started off with number 20 but then found out that it didn’t work.
4. After an amount of calculations it had to be number 35. The reason to this is that on the other numbers we tried they had at least three numbers or more that were left and didn’t add up to the right amount.
