          Twenty divided into six!!

1. First, we wrote the numbers from 1-20 on a piece of paper and then cut them out into 20 pieces.
2. Secondly, we decided to put the cards into 6 unequal piles of 21 but then realised that it didn’t work so we tried a different number.
3. After that , we thought that the number should be a bit high and thought that we should do the number 35 because it was in the middle.
