[bookmark: _GoBack]First I saw that the difference between row 1(value of 28) and column 2(value of 30) was 2. There was 1 more square in column 2 than in row 1 so the value of the square has to be 2 more than triangle. In row 1 you have 2 squares and 2 triangles and a row value of 28, you can halve this number and the number of square and triangles to 14 and 1 square and triangle. since the square has to be 2 more than triangle it has to be 8 and triangle has to be 6. Next I saw that row 2 had a value of 30 and it had 2 squares so I could take away 16 and then get 14 next I halved that and got 7 for the hexagon. Next I took away 8 from the final row and got 12 then I divided this by 3 and got 4 this means that circle is 4. This means that the unknown row is 4+4+7+6 which is 21
