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First, we created a point system for the medals, to give us easier numbers to work with. Then we looked at the population and found out how many medals/points per million the country owned. We next studied the average GDP, per person, for each individual country. We compared this with their results in the olympics and found out the following:
By comparing the population, GDP, Medals per million and Points per million, we concluded that the United States and Jamaica are the 'most athletic nation'. However, it also depends how the nation spends their GDP, shown perfectly by Ethiopia. They had a low GDP, of 505 USD, but won 12 medals in total at the Olympics. They have decided to direct their money towards sport.
