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[bookmark: _GoBack]The lengths so far are A, B and 2C
The horizontal lines that are parallel to B are the same length added together. The vertical lines parallel to A are the same length excluding the two C’s. The two C’s are excluded from A because their length has already been included in another vertical line. So now there are lengths A, A, B, B, C and C. Added up the perimeter is 2A+2B+2C.   
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Can you find the perimeter of this shape? ~

You may wish to try Perimeter Possibilities next.
