This is how it works:
[bookmark: _GoBack]2, 3 and 4 are all factors of 12: 2x6=12 3x4=12 4x3=12. 
Therefore, if you add 12 each time, you are adding a multiple of 2, 3 and 4 each time. 
If your original three consecutive numbers are multiples of 2, 3 and 4 respectively, when you add 12, the resulting numbers will also be multiples of 2, 3 and 4 respectively, and hence they will all also be multiples of 12.
