Solution for question 1. The first set is 2, 3, 4, and the next set is 14, 15, 16, so the solution is this: each set starts at multiple 1, 2x1=2, 3x1=3 and 4x1=4, and the next set is this: 2x7=14 (7 being t=he first multiple (1) plus 6 (1+6=7)) and the next one is: 3x5=15 (5 being the first multiple plus 4) and: 4x4=16 (4 being the first multiple plus 3.) e.g.
26, 27, 28: 26=2x13, (13 being the second multiple, (7) plus 6.) And so on…
So, 2x (1+6xX) where X is the number of the list, so… 2x (1+6x6) =74,
And, 3x (1+4xX) where X is the number of the list so, 3x (1+4x6) =75
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
