
Answer: The numbers that could be in the “8” envelope are: 8,0,7,1,3 and 5.

Solution:

1. We started using the # cards from 0-9 to make the sum of the # on the outside of the envelope.

2. We started with 4 & 3 in the “7” envelope.

3. We kept trying different combinations and would switch a # out if we needed it in another envelope.

4. We knew we found a solution when we had a “1” and “2” left to go in the “3” envelope.  For this solution an “8” and “0” were in the “8” envelope.

5. We thought we were done with the problem until we tried the other combinations that equal 8.  The only pair of numbers that didn’t work were 6 and 2.

6.  They didn’t work because we needed those #’s in a different envelope to make the puzzle work out.
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
