What Was The puzzle?

A set of ten cards, each showing digits ranging from 0 to 9 is, is divided up between 5 envelopes. The sum of the numbers inside the envelopes is written on the front of the envelope. The question was ‘What numbers could be inside the 8 envelope’ (the envelope which has the number 8 written on it).
What Did We Do?
