2. We could only use numbers 0-9 
3. Then we found all the possible ways of adding two numbers together to make the number on the first envelope and the second envelope and so on.   
4. We made a number line 0-9 then used the first addition and one at a time we crossed out the numbers in that addition. 
5. If we had the same number twice we would go on the next addition till we used all the numbers once.
The answers were as follows:
Envelope 7: 2+5=7
Envelope 8: 1+7=8
Envelope 13: 4+9 =13
Envelope 14: 6+8=14
