... by a staggering 115%! go’s with: In 2004, 5,443 student took A-level Further Maths and In 2010, 11,682 students took A-level Further Maths.
Rewritten: number of students has changed by a staggering 115%!
More information: number of students has changed by a staggering 115%!from 2004 to 2010.
Massive 33% increase ... go’s with: In the 1990s, an average rainy day in Manchester produced more than 6mm of rain and In the first half of the 20th century, 4.5mm of rain fell in Manchester on an average rainy day.
Rewritten: Massive 33% increase of rain since the first half of 20th century to 1990
More information: Massive 33% increase of rain in Manchester since the first half of 20th century to 1990
... by a punishing 14%! go’s with: In January 2010, VAT rose to 20% and From 1991, VAT at 17.5% was added to the selling price of many items.
Rewritten: From 1991 to 2010 VAT tax has rose by a punishing 14%!
More information: From 1991 to 2010 VAT tax on many prices of items has rose by a punishing 14%!
