We started by writing out the multiples of 3 up to 9x3:
1x3=3
2x3=6
3x3=9
4x3=12
5x3=15
6x3=18
7x3=21
8x3=24
9x3=27
We then looked at the last number of the answer, which was 1, and noticed that only 7x3 ended in 1. So e=7, making the next digit across in the answer 7, carrying 2. To work out the next number, we did 7-2=5, and found out that only 3x5 ends with 5. So d=5, making the next number across in the answer 5. continued this process until we had done the whole sum. 
So the letters are: a=4, b=2, c=8, d=5 and e=7.
