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This is an example with 6. Here is a square of 36 dots. The red line is over 6 dots and directly through the square, so we can see there’s the same amount of dots on either side of that line. If you multiply a number by 2/double it, you will always get an even number, unless you don’t use an integer (whole number). So by now we’ve sussed that the number of dots on either side of the line will be even. Also, whenever you add two even integers
, the answer will be even (2+2=
4
, 6+6=
12
, 28+28=
56
). So there you have it, we now know the answer will always be even except in the case of 1 or below.
