Peaches Today, Peaches Tomorrow
i)
After day 1, the monkey was left with 44 peaches, as ¾ of 60 is 45 and as he eats 1 he is left with 44.
After day 2, the monkey is left with 27 peaches, as 7/11 of 44 is 28 and as he eats 1 he is left with 27.

After day 3, the monkey is left with 14 peaches, as 5/9 of 27 is 15 and as he eats 1 he is left with 27.

After day 4, the monkey is left with 3 peaches, as 2/7 of 14 is 4 and as he eats 1 he is left with 3.
Finally, after day 5, the monkey is left with 1 peach, as 2/3 of 3 is 2 and as he eats 1 he is left with 1.

ii)
The monkey has 22 peaches at the start.

After day 1, he must have 10 peaches, as ½ of 22 is 11 and as he eats 1 he is left with 10.

Therefore, after day 2 he must have 4 peaches, as ½ of 10 is 5 and as he eats 1 he is left with 4.
Finally, he ends up with 1 peach, as ½ of 4 is 2 and as he eats 1 he is left with 1.

This is why the monkey must have 22 peaches at the start.

iii)
The monkey used the fractions in this order:
11/15 of 75, taking him to 55, and then eating 1 and being left with 54.

5/6 of 54, taking him to 45, and then eating 1 and being left with 44.

¾ of 44, taking him to 33, and then eating 1 and being left with 32.
½ of 32, taking him to 16, and then eating l and being left with 15.

3/5 of 15, taking him to 9, and then eating 1 and being left with 8.

¼ of 8, taking him to 2, and then eating 1 and being left with 1.
