Since we have given the algebraic solution that 
And in general:

We can easily derive the geometric interpretation as well in terms of straightedge and compass:

Connect v1 with a line parallel for v12 but in the opposite direction from v12 with the same length. 
At the new endpoint of the new line, draw a line connecting the new endpoint to a line with the same length and parallel to v23.
At this new endpoint of the new line, draw a line connecting the new endpoint to a line with the same length, parallel, and in the opposite direction to v34. 
Repeat the two steps until finishing vn-1 n.

Since there is no originality in the solution and interpretation, we must note the importance lies in the great difference in efficiency – that the most efficient algebraic solution is one of the least efficient geometric solutions.
