Balancing 1
To find where you place the marbles you have to make sure that the weights are the same. E.g. when Meg’s is on 90 and has 10 marbles the weight is 900(90 x10) mo’s weight would have to be 900 to make it balanced therefore you would have to divide 900 by 6, her amount of marbles. This equals 150.





To find how many marbles are needed to keep the table balanced you also have to keep the weight the same. E.G. When Meg has 30 marbles Mo needs 18. To work this out you have to look at the previous Section:
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Meg’s marbles follow the pattern of the 5x table and Mo’s the 3x table. So going back to meg having 30 marbles you divide this by 5 to get 6. Then times it by 3 to make 18 which is the number of marbles that Mo needs to keep it balanced.
