Solution to Two Clocks

SAM

· Which clock is showing it is midday?

Answer: Clock B

If its midday both hands would point to 12 and only clock with hour hand pointing to 12 is clock B

· At what time does Sam get up?

Answer: 7-15am, Clock D. 

He needs to get up in time to have breakfast, dress and go to school with school probably starting at 9am. Hence, he needs to get up before 9am. Clock A and clock D are both before 9am, however clock A is at quarter to nine which would not leave enough time to get dressed, have breakfast, brush teeth and get to school whereas clock D which is at about quarter past seven would leave plenty of time to do these things.

· At what time does Sam go to School? 
Answer: 8-40am, Clock A.

Only clock A and clock C left. Most schools start at 9am or earlier, so clock C is out as the time on that clock is approximately 9-50. Therefore, clock A is the right answer, which shows a time of approximately 8.40am.

· At what time is Sam supposed to turn out his light? Which clock is showing it is midday?

Answer: 9-50pm, Clock C

Only clock C is left so answer is approximately 9-50pm

Julie

· On which day was it raining so she hurried straight home?

Answer: Friday

· On which day did she go to the shop to buy some sweets on the way home?

Answer: Monday

· On which day did she stay at school to practise in the band?

Answer: Thursday

· On which day did she play with Sam for about half and hour before setting off for home?

Answer: Tuesday

· On which day did her teacher keep the class in for five minutes?

Answer: Wednesday

Solution

· On which day was it raining so she hurried straight home?

Answer: Friday

If she hurried straight home it would take 30 minutes and if she left school at 3-30pm that would make the time 4 O’clock. The only clock with the big hand at 12 is the clock for Friday

Next, answer the final question:

· On which day did her teacher keep the class in for five minutes?

Answer: Wednesday

If the teacher keep the class in for five minutes then Julie would have left at 3-35pm and given it takes 30 minutes to get home then she would be home at 4-05pm. Hence the big hand would point to the 1, which is the clock for Wednesday.

Now answer:

· On which day did she play with Sam for about half and hour before setting off for home?

Answer: Tuesday

If she played with same for about half an hour then she would have set off for home at about 4pm and hence would arrive home at about 4-30pm, thus the big hand would be near the 6. The big hand for the Tuesday clock is at the 7 ie near 6 while the other two clocks remaining are not near the 6.

Now answer

· On which day did she go to the shop to buy some sweets on the way home?

Answer: Monday

Two clocks left, which are Monday and Thursday. Given she leaves school at 3-30pm and it takes 30 minutes to get home then that takes you to 4pm. The clock on Monday has the big hand at the 2, which would mean she got home at 10 past 4 and took 10 minutes to buy some sweets. The clock on Thursday has the big hand at the 10, which would mean she took 50 minutes to buy some sweets. Ten minutes seems much more likely.

Now answer

· On which day did she stay at school to practise in the band?

Answer: Thursday

School gets out 3-30pm plus 30 minutes to get back home takes you to 4 o’clock. The big hand on Thursday is at the 10 which implies she had 50 minutes of band practice and this seems reasonable.
