· First of all I counted the ways and found there are eight. 
· Then, I added another column, counted the ways and found there are 18. 
· Then, I took one column away from the 3x2 flag, and found 2 ways.
· Then, I noticed that the numbers of ways, 2, 8, 18, were the doubles of the first three squares, 1, 4, 9. 
· So, I predicted that for a 5x2 flag, there should be 32 ways, as 32 is 2x16.
· Then, I counted the ways and found I was right. 
· So I decided that for any flag with 2 rows, the number of ways will be 2(n-1)2  where n= the number of columns in the flag.
