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For the six notes I have 6 numbers: x1 > x2 > …>x6. Without loss of generality, I shall consider the length of the first string 1. So, I have:
x1 = 1, x4 = 2/3 and x6 = 1/2
The intermediate values must be simple fractions, with the smallest values I can find. I observe that the best combination is: x2 = 4/5, x3 = 3/4, x5 = 3/5
All fractions are simple ratios (they have both the numerator and the denominator smaller or equal to 10), except x2/x3 = 15/16. It is impossible to obtain all ratios with smaller numbers, so the lenghts of the strings are very good in order to obtain nice sounds.
