A strategy I use that ensures that my first guess is always correct is to have the numbers in a descending value order i.e., the bigger numbers in front of the smaller numbers. For example, the question above wants me to use the digits 2 and 0 and any number of my choice to make the biggest number possible. The number of my choice was 9 as this is the biggest digit possible for 3-digit numbers. After that, I placed the 2 in front of the 0 because ‘20’ is bigger than ‘02 (or 2)’ and the question wants me to find the biggest number. Lastly, I placed the 0 at the end as that was the only number left.
