0°C = 32°F
100°C = 212°F
Can you describe a way to convert Celsius readings into Fahrenheit?
To get from 0°C to 32°F you must add 32.
But 100°C + 32 ≠ 212°F
So nC + 32 = F
Let F = 212
nC + 32 = F 
nC = 212 – 32
      = 180 
Let C = 100
C =  
100 =  
n = 1.8
The formula : 1.8C + 32 = F
Can you describe a way of converting Fahrenheit readings into Celsius?
It is exactly the opposite of Celsius to Fahrenheit: 
F – 32 ÷ 1.8 = C
Is there a temperature at which Celsius and Fahrenheit readi9ngs are the same?
-40°C x 1.8 = -72    -72 + 32 = -40°F
Is there a temperature at which the Fahrenheit reading is 20 degrees higher than the Celsius reading?
-15°C x 1.8 = -28      -27 + 32 = 5°F
[bookmark: _GoBack]Is there a temperature at which the Celsius reading is 20 degrees higher than the Fahrenheit reading?
-65°F x 1.8 = -117   -117 + 32 = - 85°C
