The clues say that the tens digit is even, so it must be between 20 and 29. It is odd and in the 3 times table, so it can’t be 20, 22, 23, 24, 25, 26, 28 or 29, so it must be either 21 or 27. It is the greater of the two possibilities so it must be 27.
