

The numbers 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 must all have nine boards for each of the numbers. In this example we use 1 as the number.
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For 6 and 9 you will need a whole board (12) because the possible combinations are 666, 696, 669 and 699. 
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So, (9 x 7) + 12 = 75.
But, because there is still the number 0, we need more boards. Here is an example.
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So, (9 x 7) + 12 + 8 = 83
