Magic V’s
We have worked on 1-5; 2-6 and 37-41.We think we have all the possible answerers. When working on 1-5 we realised that there needed to be an odd number at the point of the V, the same applies for 37-41 however for

2-6 there needed to be an even number at the point of the V.
The reason for this is because: 
· There are 3 odd numbers between 1-5 or 37-41.

· If we had an even number at the bottom there would be 3 odd numbers and 1 even number to fill in the arms of the V’s.

·  2 odd numbers will always make an even number but an odd number and an even number will always make an odd number therefore making the total of the arms different. 

With 2-6 it will be the opposite.
· We worked systematically by writing the same numbers but swapping them around. 
· There are 24 combinations for each set of 5 numbers.
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
