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*Half of the circle subtract a gives the tail end of the red area. Then add b which is equivalent to the rest of the red shaded area on the other half of the circle


*Expand the brackets


*Simplify the fractions and symbols that appear multiple times until left with the simplified fraction


*The whole area of the circle divided by 3 = 1/3 of its area
[bookmark: _GoBack]Therefore the red shaded area is equal to 1/3 of the circle’s area
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
