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If there is a rectangular Celtic knot that is M by N then the number of ribbons is the highest common factor of M and N. In this case M = 5 and N = 3 so the number of ribbons is 1.
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If there is a square Celtic knot that is x in side length then the number of ribbons is the x. In this case x = 4 so the number of ribbons is 4.


To find out the number of crossovers for a square Celtic knot you need to use the formula 2x2-2x.
