Write up 

1. First of all we read all of the clues given and tried to see if we could match any together
2. Next we coloured in all the numbers given for blue set.

3. We then looked at the relationships between the numbers and found that they were all multiples of 9.

4. Then we re-read the clues to find that were 11 numbers in blue set, also that there were 11 multiples of 9 on the grid. So we found the blue set and coloured the rest of the numbers in.

5. Next we shaded in the numbers on the grid given to us for the green set.
6. Then we looked for any relationships and found that they were all multiples of 5

7. We then shaded in all the multiple of 5 green. Together it was 20 numbers. We then noticed that a clue had told us that there were 20 numbers in green set. So we had found green set and moved onto red set.

8. We then shaded in the numbers given to us for red set they were all 10 more than a multiple of 9
9. We then shaded in the rest of the numbers that followed the same pattern 10 more than a multiple of 9
10. We then had found all of the numbers for our 3 sets.

11. To double check that we got them all correct we went through the rest of the clues and made sure that they were all correct. For example it told us that 3 of the numbers were in two sets and on our grid there were three numbers in two sets, 45, 55 and 90
12. We then used the nth term to come up with these:

· Red set= 9n+10

· Blue set= 9n

· Green set= 5n
