Grid investigation

1. First we by reading the clues and putting them in groups according to similar clues e.g. the red group contains 4 numbers, the blue group contains 7 numbers.

2. We coloured coded the numbers that we found out from the clues on the grid.

3. We then looked for patterns in the numbers

4. We saw that:

· The greens were multiples of 5

· The blues were multiples of 9

5. We saw that the reds went up in 9’s but that they weren’t multiples of nine so we decided that the rule was:
· +9 starting from 19

6. We then looked at the 9 numbers to see if they matched up with the clues provided. They did so we crossed out the other numbers.


7. We were left with the three sets of numbers.
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
