Difference Dynamics
All Odds- One odds and then the rest are evens and two smallest of the three numbers repeat

All Evens- Continues as all evens but on the forth set of three numbers (including the first one) the lowest one will be repeated

2 Evens and 1 Odd- It continues as 2 Odds and 1 Even and after the first three (including the first one) the two smallest will repeat.

2 Odds and 1 Even- Stays as 2 Odds and 1 Even and repeats the lower two
As we can see the different links between the different patterns:

1. We have the most obvious one where we have all or 2 and 1 of one kind

2. We have the fact that all except the all evens repeat the lowest two

3. The ones with the most Evens do not repeat on the second one
