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Graph 1
Men’s 100 Meters
I think that graph 1 is the Men’s 100 Meters as the lower the score the better which would block off the ones that go up. Also, high score is from 9 to 10 seconds and this graph is the only one that has the latest high score that is between those two.
Graph 2
Men’s Long Jump
