

[image: 7 cards]I have fifteen cards numbered 1−15 

I put down seven of them on the table in a row.




The numbers on the first two cards add to 15 = 7+8
The numbers on the second and third cards add to 20=8+12 
The numbers on the third and fourth cards add to 23= 12+11
The numbers on the fourth and fifth cards add to 16=11+5
The numbers on the fifth and sixth cards add to 18 =5+13
The numbers on the sixth and seventh cards add to 21=13+8
I am going to give each number a letter according to its place in the alphabet e.g. a=1, b=2, c=3
The numbers on the first two cards add the fifteen so a+b=15   and b+ c =20 this show that C is 5 more than A  likewise D is 3 more than B, C is 7 more than E, F is 2 more than D and finally G is 3 more than E.  A must be 7 as that plus five is 12 and twelve plus 8 which would be B is 20 .So if A is 7 and B is 8 then the answers are:
A=7
B=8
C= A +5 =12
D=B+3= 11
E= C-7= 5
F=D+2= 13
G=E+3= 8
