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· The top numbers in each cell are the areas of the figures.
· The bottom numbers in each cell are the perimeters of each figure.

· The numbers in brackets show the original position of the cell from which these figures were brought.

· 12(2), 16(2) would mean the figure in the original position of the 2nd cell with an area of 12 and a perimeter of 16.

· Middle column cells  are of the same area.

· Middle row cells are of the same perimeter.

· Areas in cells increase horizontally and perimeters increase in columns
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
