8. Always true. For example: 2,3,4,4,5 mode = 4 median = 4 mean = 3.6
9. Never true, as shown above.

10. Sometimes true because it depends on the students taking the test

11. Never true because the average mark is all of them added together for example, the average of 4 and 6 is 5

12. Always true because the average of even numbers is always even.
Yes because all you have to do is change the wording of the statement for example the statement nobody scores higher than the average mark in a test is never true but the statement somebody scores higher than the average mark in a test is always true
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
