But, including the land area Charlie would now prefer to live in country E because there are only 3 people per square kilometre. Alison would now prefer to live in country B because there are 1101 people every square kilometre.
The other information / data that might be useful is the amount of entertainment or activities available to do.

Conclusion
All together Charlie would want to live in country E because there is a high amount of habitable land, only 3 people per square kilometre and 88% of the people live in urban areas that cover only 0.3% of the country.

Alison would want to live in county D because there are 8061 people per urban area, so that means there are a lot of people in cities so she can make a lot of new friends.
