Answers for magic v’s.
1) Charlie meant that when 2 magic v’s 1 arm total is same the magic v’s are same. He even means that one arm has the same numbers as the other one.
2) In these magic v’s the base number should only be 1, 3, 5 because if they take an even number for this then one side the total will be odd and other side will have even. But, if we take an odd number as base you will be left with two more odd numbers and you will even have 2 even numbers so the total of both arms can be same.
3)  The same solution but it will be even.
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5) You should first find the range of numbers you need and then set them up. I found the range with the middle number as 333 by dividing it by 3. So the numbers are 331, 332, 333, 334, and 335. The base number will be 335 as 331 and 334 wil add up to 665 and 332 and 333 will add up 665.
