For this question I have come up with multiple answers. Here are a few of the ones I managed to create; 
(4 x £2) + (1 x £) = £5
(10 x £2) + (3 x £) = £5
(13 x £2) + (5 x £) = £5
(16 x £2) + (7 x £) = £5
(19 x £2) + (9 x £) = £5
In these answers I found out a solution. I then changed it into an algebra form: 
(3n + 1) x £2 + (2n-1) x 3 = £5-£3      

Other solutions using cancelling of    	:
£2 in and cancel £-3 = £5
2 x £2 in and cancel £2 +£5
These all work using cancelling. You can cancel the numbers out to make new ways of making five pounds.
