Strange Bank account solution
There are other ways to make £5 with the strange bank account. The nth term for one of them is shown here: 
(n (+£2 --£3) + (+£2 --£3)) – (n (+£2 -- £3)
This works for each number and should make £5. This term works because (+2 -- £3) makes £5 and so it simplifies to this, considering n=3
(3x5) +5 – (3x5) = £5
It still works if n= 1, 2, 4,5 etc.
There are other ways of getting £5 other than this one, although this has shown that there is at least one more way of getting £5
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
